e [hese are supplemental instructions which only describe
how to use the incontinent cover.

. Fit the incontinent cover
around the front edge of

the Churchill (Figure A).

2. Lift the front edge of the
Churchill up until it is sit-
ting vertically (Figure B).

3. Attach the velcro tab on
the right side to its cor-
responding tab on the

plastic base. (Figures B
and C).

4. Attach the velcro tab on
the left side to its corre-
sponding tab inside the

instruction pocket.
(Figures D and E).
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With the restraint
upside down, grasp
one of the belt
guide anchors, twist
it 90 degrees, and
insert it (from the
bottom side of the
restraint) through
the slot as shown in
Figure F.

Pull the anchor
completely through
to the top side of
the restraint (Figure

G).

Find the buckle an-
chor loop (See Ar-
row-Figure H) on
the same side of
Incontinent cover.

Insert the buckle
anchor through the
loop in the inconti-
nent cover (Figure

).




9. Grasp the belt guide an-
chor, twist it 90 degrees,
and insert it through the
slot as shown in Figure J.
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10. Pull the anchor com-
pletely through to the
bottom side of the re-
straint (Figure K). See
Figure L to see how it
should look after the
buckle guide is installe
through the buckle an-
chor loop.

. Attach the two attach-
ment pads to the vertical

straps as shown in Fig-
ures M and N.




| 2. Attach the inconti-

nent cover by at-
taching the two at-
tachment patches
(on the incontinent
cover) to the two
attachment pads on
the vertical straps
as shown in Figures

O, P, and Q.
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
